There are 3 Greek words used for the elders:

Presbuteros — Elder or Presbytery, which means oide.

Episkopos — Overseer.

Poimen — Shepherd or Pastor, which means oldemwherfeed the spiritual flock.

We can see all three of these Greek words beindj sis@nymously in Acts 20:17-30.
v. 17 Presbuteros — Elders; v 28 Episkopos — oeesssnd Poimen — shepherd.

We also learn that there is always a pluralityldées or pastors, so it is incorrect to say
that a man is the pastor of a church. We also #etthere are many qualifications for
an elder in 1 Tim. 3 and Titus 1.
